1.0  Scope

1.1.  The Anti-Drug Abuse Act of 1986 and the President’s Executive Order (E.O.) 12564 address the goals of establishing a drug-free workplace for the public and private sector. The E.O. 12564 directed agencies to establish a program to test for the use of illegal drugs by employees in sensitive positions. The Department of the Navy (DON) Drug-Free Workplace Program (DFWP) is implemented in instructions SECNAVINST 12792.3 and OCPMIN 792-3a.

1.2.  The U.S. Department of the Navy (DON) conducts urinalysis testing to detect and deter illegal drug usage by its civilian employees.  DON conducts various types of testing.  This contract will provide for collection of urine specimens from DON civilians and applicants for DON Testing Designated Positions (TDPs).  There are approximately 1,291 naval shore activities worldwide employing 188,000 civilian employees. There are approximately 30,000 TDPs that are located worldwide. The testing rate for random testing of TDPs is 50%.  Department of the Navy Demographics information is in Attachment 1.    Attachment 2 is a management summary report of testing accomplished in Fiscal Year 2002.

1.3.  This contract shall be performed in accordance with:

     (a) Statement of Work Section A and B;

     (b) All other terms and conditions of this contract;

     (c) Secretary of the Navy Instruction, SECNAVINST 12792.3, Department of the Navy Drug-Free Workplace Program, dated 8 Dec 88 or its successor; 

     (d) Office of Civilian Personnel Management Instruction (OCPMINST) 12792.3a, Department of the Navy Drug-Free Workplace Program, dated September 10, 1993, or its successor and;

      (e) Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS) Mandatory Guidelines for Federal Workplace Drug Testing Programs (53 FR 11979, 59 FR 29908 and 63 FR, No. 219)

     (f) DHHS Medical Review Officer Manual for Federal   Workplace Drug Testing Programs

     (g) DHHS Urine Specimen Collection Handbook for the New Federal Drug Testing custody and control Form (OMB Number 0930-0158, Exp Date: June 30, 2003)

The Secretary of HHS or his/her designee may routinely update the HHS Guidelines for the purpose of providing additional guidance.  The contractor shall be required to obtain and comply with updates of the HHS Guidelines as they are issued.

2.  Program Management

2.1.  The following are key positions, which are important to the functioning of the Drug-Free Workplace Program:

2.1.1.  The DON Drug Program Coordinator (DON DPC) is responsible for overall management and guidance for the civilian DFWP.   

2.1.2.  The Drug Program Coordinators (DPCs) are responsible for managing the drug program within their respective activities. They serve as the principal contact with the contract collection personnel in ensuring the effective operation of the collection portion of the program for their activities.  Alternate DPCs may act in place of the DPC.

2.1.3.  The Medical Review Officer (MRO) is a licensed physician with knowledge of substance abuse disorders.  MRO responsibilities include: 1) receipt, review, and interpretation of all negative, positive and non-negative test results confirmed by the laboratory; and 2) examination of alternative medical explanations for a positive, adulterated, substituted or invalid test result.  

2.1.4.  The laboratory is responsible for urinalysis of the specimen. 

2.1.5.  The Contractor Program Manager is responsible for overall administration of this contract.

2.1.6.  The Contractor Representative is responsible for day-to-day operations of this contract.

2.1.7.  Collectors are responsible for collecting urine specimens for drug testing.
2.2. The DON DPC is a DON employee who is responsible for assisting the Contracting Officer (CO) in executing and monitoring this contract.  The DON DPC is responsible for monitoring the contractor’s performance with regard to delivery schedules, compliance with specifications, and quantity and condition of items delivered. If supplies and services do not meet the conditions of the contract, the DON DPC works with the Contractor, Contracting Officer and Drug Program Coordinators to correct the performance deficiency.  The DON DPC approves receiving reports for payment for services.  The DON DPC may perform quality assurance inspections of collection events that are announced and unannounced.

2.2.1.  The DON DPC will provide to the contractor the names of all DPCs, addresses and phone numbers and their registered UICs.

2.3.  The Contractor Program Manager shall identify levels of authority that will be the contractor’s authorized representative for technical and administrative performance of all services required hereunder. 

2.3.1.  The Program Manager will provide the DON DPC and DPCs with a toll free phone number for contacting the contractor representative during business hours and a pager number.  A toll free fax number will be provided also.   The representative will have an e-mail address.

2.3.2.  On a semi-annual basis the Contractor and DON

personnel will discuss contract performance issues. The contractor shall provide monthly briefings and written reports to the DON DPC by telephone concerning the work being performed under this contract.

2.3.3. Contractor Training - The contractor shall establish a formal training program for contractor personnel involved in urine collection and urine transportation under this contract in accordance with the DON procedures (OCPMINST 12792.3a) and DHHS Guidelines. Appropriate follow-on training for specific collectors is required on all collections not tested due to a fatal flaw or correctable flaw collection and when DPCs deem collector performance or behavior is inappropriate.

2.3.3.1.  The training shall include formal instruction, mock/practice collections, observation of an experience collector at a random testing collection event and instruction on security of information and documents.

2.3.3.2.  The contractor shall document training and retain  records of all collector training which may be reviewed by the DON DPC.

2.3.4.  The collection team will be composed of two persons, one male and one female, for all random and volunteer collections.  Any changes must be approved by the DPC or Alternate DPC prior to the scheduled collection. One member of the team will be designated as the Senior Collector, who will have primary responsibility for interaction with DON management/DPC and assure all procedures are carried out according to DON requirements. 

2.3.4.1.  The possible exception to the two-person team will be in the case of post accident\unsafe practice, reasonable suspicion, pre-employment, or follow-up collections involving only one gender donors.  In some cases, random collections may involve all male or all female donors.  Should this occur, both the senior collector and the collector may be of the same gender as the donor(s).  The DPC, or designee prior to the scheduled collection must approve exceptions to the two-gender team.

2.3.5.  All collection personnel will have a Drug-Free Workplace Program which includes random testing.

2.3.6.  The contractor shall provide identification badges and laboratory coats to employees performing collection activities. The badges will at a minimum provide the contractor employee’s name and the name of the contractor and will be suitable to wear on a laboratory coat or other clothing.  The laboratory coats may be white or any other color typically found in a medical setting.  Activity DPCs have the option to allow collection personnel to dress in professional attire without the white coats.  If not otherwise changed by the DPCs the coats will be worn during all testing. 

2.3.7.  The contractor is responsible for obtaining and maintaining all licenses required in the accomplishment of the work specified.  It is the responsibility of the contractor to work with the DPC to obtain passes for the collectors.

2.3.8.  Problem Resolution. The contractor and the DON DPC will meet on a semi-annual basis to discuss contract performance issues.  Meetings shall be in person or by conference call and shall be determined by the DON DPC.  Serious contract performance issues may require additional meeting with the contractor, DON and Procuring Contracting Officer (PCO).  Day to day problems with collection personnel will be handled through memos and electronic messages to the contractor.

2.4.  The contractor representative will be available for contact on a daily basis on normal work days which is defined as Monday through Friday (except federal holidays), between the hours of 6 a.m. and 5 p.m. and because of emergency collection activity and location of DPCs world wide, the contractor representative will need to be available at other times also.   The Contractor representative must be reachable by DPCs 7 days a week, 24 hours per day for reasonable suspicion or accident/unsafe practice testing.  

2.4.1.  The representative will monitor collection activities as required for quality assurance and shall evaluate the work of the collectors.

2.4.2.
 The representative will interface with the urinalysis laboratory.  This interaction will involve exchange of procedural and technical information, tracking of specimens, and completion of certificates of correction.  This communication shall be conducted and conveyed to the DON DPC.

2.5. Collection personnel.  The contractor shall ensure that personnel assigned to perform urine specimen collections are aware of the sensitivity of the testing program and deal with the donors in a professional manner similar to expectations in a routine medical care setting, e.g., a physician’s office.  

2.5.1.  Collection personnel must be able to answer routine questions about collection procedures.  Any questions concerning receipt of a drug test results must be directed to the DPC. 

2.5.2.  Collection personnel must pass any training provided by the prime contractor.  In the event that DHHS mandates a training program all collection personnel must pass this program.

3.0 Collections 

3.1  The contractor shall provide for collection of urine specimens from DON civilian employees and applicants located at DON activities throughout the world. See Attachment 1 for  donor locations.

3.2. The DON conducts six types of tests:


 Random



Voluntary



Reasonable Suspicion



Accident or Unsafe Practice


 Follow-up

3.3.  Single specimen collection is the normal collection method in the Department of the Navy.  Split specimen collection are only performed with DON DPC approval.

4.0 Collection Site 

4.1.  Specifications  The Government or contractor collection site is the location for specified DON employees or applicants to present themselves for the purpose of providing their urine specimens under controlled conditions. 

4.1.1.  The collection site must have rest room facilities, which are clean, well lighted, and sufficiently secure to prevent compromise during the collection of urine specimens. The contractor is to notify the DPC immediately if a site fails to meet the above requirements so that immediate correction can be made (e.g. light burnt out in rest room). 

4.1.2.  The contractor shall be responsible for preparing the rest rooms for collection activities.  This may include taping all water sources.  The contractor must have bluing agent, tape, pens, thermometer, Federal Custody & Control Forms and collection kits.       

4.1.3.  The contractor shall assure the portion of the 

facility being used for collection is secured during drug collection operations.  No unauthorized personnel shall be permitted in any part of the collection site where urine specimens are collected or stored.

4.1.4. If there is a disagreement as to whether the collection site meets the contract requirements, the DPC’s determination shall be final.  

4.2.  Designation

4.2.1.  Government Collection Sites


Collection sites shall be designated by the DON DPC or DPCs. Generally, the collection site will be at one of the DON duty locations worldwide. Random, voluntary, and follow-up collections will be done at a government site.

4.2.2.  In the exceptional event where the Government’s designated collection site is not accessible, and where there is a requirement for immediate specimen collection, a public rest room may be used.  The contractor shall secure the public rest room as he/she would other areas.  

4.2.3.  Contractor Collection Sites

In unusual circumstances when a DON facility does not meet

the established collection site specifications, the DPC will arrange with the contractor for an outside collection site. The contractor may be asked to recommend a location that is reasonably accessible to employees and meets DON site specifications.  In these cases, DON retains final approval authority.  For pre-employment testing the DPC may choose to ask the contractor to recommend a location that is reasonably accessible to the applicant.   Reasonable accessible is defined as within one hour’s driving time or at a site in a major metropolitan city.  For purposes of this contract, major metropolitan area is defined as a metropolitan statistical area with a population greater than 150,000.   

4.2.4.  Reasonable suspicion and post-accident may be done at the donor activity location or another location (e.g. hospital) specified by the DPC.   The DPC coordinating with site personnel will have final approval of the collection site.

5.0 Scheduling Collections 

5.1. General Requirements

5.1.1.  For purposes of this contract, ‘collection event’ is defined as a group of collections (or a single collection if those are the requirements of the DPC) scheduled at a single site on the same day and time).

5.1.2.  Collections may take place any time during a

24 hour day and any day of the week.  This means that collections will not be restricted to normal working hours, i.e., 6:00 a.m. to 5:00p.m., Monday through Friday.  However, the majority of the collections are done during the normal workday.

5.1.3.  The DPCs are responsible for managing the actual scheduling, rescheduling of the dates and times and sites of collection events, and individual collections with the contractor. 

5.1.3.1.  DPCs will notify the contractor of collection dates and time using a form developed by the DON DPC and the contractor.  The form can be sent to the contractor via fax, e-mail or electronically through Heidi/Assistant.

5.1.4.  The contractor will notify the DPC within 24 hours after the receipt of the requesting test order to resolve scheduling conflicts and confirm the collection time and date.  The DPC will perform all donor notifications.  The Contractor shall not unilaterally cancel or reschedule a collection.

5.1.5.  In scheduling collection times, the contractor must recognize that if a donor(s) is unable to provide a specimen when first requested, the contractor will notify the DPC immediately.  The donor is required to remain at the collection site until ready to provide a specimen. When a donor is unable to provide a specimen, the following procedures shall apply:


(a)  When other collections are scheduled at the same location to be performed by the same team prior to leaving the site, the contractor shall perform these collections while waiting for the unsuccessful donor to provide a specimen.


(b)  The contractor need not wait more than four hours beyond the last collection for a donor to provide a specimen at a Government collection site.  The contractor may impose a penalty fee to the DON for additional wait time.  The penalty will equal 1 test (of the type being collected) per 30 minutes of wait time.  The wait time will start 30 minutes after the last collection.  The DON’s liability shall not exceed the price of eight collections (four hours). If the donor provides a specimen within 30 minutes of the last collection the penalty will not be imposed.


(c) The DPC may, at his option, order the contractor to

cancel the collection at any time.  The above wait time penalties will be imposed. 

5.1.6.  During a collection event at an activity collection site, DPCs will normally be present to answer any donor questions during the collection process or in the event of a shy bladder situation.  If the DPC can not be present, a telephone or other means of contacting the DPC must be made available to the collector(s).  Any problems occurring during a collection will be documented and forwarded to the DON DPC.  

5.1.7.  Although every effort is made to complete collections

on the date and time scheduled, there are a variety of circumstances requiring postponement and rescheduling of collections.  If the DPCs must cancel an on-site collection after it has been scheduled and confirmed with the collector, they shall do so as early as practicable, but in any case at least 24 hours before the scheduled collection event. Collections scheduled at the contractor’s site that must be 

canceled should be done as soon as practicable.  Collections must be canceled by telephone either confirming verbally with the prime contractor or by leaving a voice message.  If the cancellation is after normal working hours Eastern Standard Time (normal working hours is defined in section 5.1.2) the DPC shall contact the contractor by pager.  For all cancellations, the DPC shall send by facsimile to the prime

contractor, the original requesting test order form with CANCELED written across the form in large bold letters or by electronic cancellation.  Penalties may be imposed on the DON for Government site collections cancelled in less than 24 hours.  The penalty will be one test of the type scheduled.  There will be no penalty fees assessed for cancelled contractor site collections.

5.1.8.  When a collection event must be rescheduled, the DPC and the contractor must determine a new collection date.  The reschedule date is normally within two weeks of the original scheduled date.  

5.1.9.  In the event the contractor arrives at the Government collection site on schedule but no donor is present, ready, and available for a collection, the DON shall pay the contractor the contract price for one of the type of tests scheduled for the first complete 30 minutes that no donor is present, ready, and available for collection.  The DON’s liability is limited to the price of one test.  After one hour of delay the contractor, at its option, may leave the site.

5.1.10.  In the event the contractor does not arrive for the first scheduled collection in a timely manner and is not ready to begin collections at the scheduled time, the contractor will be liable for liquidated damages for one of the type of test of collections scheduled for every 15 minutes the collector is not ready to a maximum liability of two collections.  If the collector does not appear at the DON collection site the contractor will be liable for two of the types of collections scheduled.  

5.2.  Random Collections

5.2.1.  The DON’s random testing program is designed to 

assure that all employees in safety or security sensitive positions are subject to random identification and drug testing on a statistically equal basis. 

5.2.2.   For random testing collections, DPCs will provide the contractor with the number of employees scheduled and the specific start time at least two weeks prior to the collection event.  At this time the DPC may change the gender makeup of

the collection team. The contractor shall adhere strictly to the schedule established and given by the DPC and shall be prepared to begin collections at the requested times.  The date, time and number of collections should not be disclosed to any other personnel not directly involved with the collection. Upon arrival at the collection site, the DPC will give the collector the donor name and time of collection for each collection.  This information shall remain confidential.  

5.3.  Volunteer Collections

5.3.1.  Any DON employee, regardless of position, may volunteer for drug testing by submitting a request in writing to his/her supervisor. 

5.3.2.  The contractor will be notified in the same manner as under random testing by the DPC. 

5.4.  Follow-up Collections

5.4.1.  All employees who have been determined to use illegal drugs and who have accepted the opportunity to enter a drug rehabilitation program are subject to unannounced follow-up drug testing.

5.4.2.  DPCs will provide the contractor with the number of employees scheduled and the specific times at least two weeks prior to the collection event.  Because of the nature of these collections there is a special need for confidentiality and discretion.  A same gender collector is required since these collections are observed. 

5.5.  Pre-employment Collections 

5.5.1.  Drug testing is required of all individuals

tentatively selected for a TDP.

5.5.2.  DPCs will notify the contractor as early as practicable but in any case at least 24 hours in advance of a pre-employment drug test. In exceptional cases, the contractor may be asked to conduct a test less than 24 hours after notification by the DPC, where possible. The DPC shall notify the contractor of the name, social security number, gender, earliest date for testing, and city and state of applicant to be tested.  If the collection is to take place at the contractor site the contractor shall furnish the DPC with a local point-of-contact’s name and phone number for the pre-employment test. The contractor will coordinate with the DPC to schedule a specific time and place. 

Applicants do not have the authority to change the

collection event time, date or location.  If the applicant requests a change, contractors are to direct the applicant to the DPC. If the applicant does not appear for testing within one hour of the requested time, the DPC must be notified immediately. 

5.6.  Reasonable Suspicion and Accident\Unsafe Practice      Collections

5.6.1.  Reasonable suspicion is authorized when management has a reasonable suspicion that any employee in a TDP is using drugs illegally.  Employees in a non-TDP may only be tested when management has a reasonable suspicion that the employee is using drugs illegally on-duty or performing work while drug-impaired.

5.6.2.  Accident or Unsafe Practice may also be called post-accident testing.  Employees may be subject to testing when, based upon the circumstances of the on-the-job accident or unsafe, on-duty, job-related activity, their actions are reasonably suspected of having caused or contributed to an accident or unsafe practice.

5.6.3.  Reasonable suspicion and post-accident testing have often been termed emergency testing due to the short time frame available for scheduling the collection.  Such requests may occur at any time or day of the week and at any location. The contractor shall respond as expeditiously as possible after notification from the DON, DPC or other authorized official.  The DPC will notify the contractor by pager to schedule a collection. A requesting order form via fax (or electronic e-mail) will follow this conversation.  The contractor shall notify the DPC of the collection time within an hour of receiving the request for collection.  A collection team may be used and a same gender collector is required in the event an observed collection is necessary. 

5.6.4.  Whenever practicable, a post-accident or unsafe practice collection shall be completed within two hours of the accident/incident.  Two hours from the accident/incident is the desired time frame; however, this is dependent on the timing of the notification that a collection is required.  Five hours from notification is the maximum time frame.

5.6.5.  Whenever practical, a reasonable suspicion collection shall be completed within two hours of the request for collection, but no later than five hours.  If the DPC chooses the collection may be scheduled further in advance.

6.0 Collection Procedures

6.1.  All collection procedures shall be adhered to whether at the Government collection site or the contractor collection site and will follow the DHHS Guidelines, Subpart A, Section 2.2 Specimen Collection Procedures.

6.2.  The collector(s) shall arrive at the Government collection site not later than 15 minutes before collections are scheduled to begin in order to prepare the site.  The contractor is responsible for being ready to perform collections at the scheduled time.  The collector(s) shall provide identification to the DPC.  The DPC will provide the collectors with a list of donors and their arrival time. Failure of a donor to report for testing and the inability to adhere to the schedule shall be reported immediately to the DPC. 

6.3.  Upon the donor’s arrival at the Government or contractor collection site, the collector shall identify themselves to the donor and request the donor to present some type of photo identification. If the donor does not have proper identification, the collector shall determine if the DPC can positively identify the donor. 

6.4.  If the donor fails to appear at the assigned time, the collector shall contact the DPC for guidance.  Pre-employment donors must arrive within one hour of the collection time.  Collectors must notify the DPC immediately when a donor fails to arrive on time. 

6.5.  Upon receiving the specimen container from the donor, the collector shall determine whether it contains at least 30 milliliters of urine and preferably 45 milliliters of urine. If there is not sufficient urine the DPC shall be notified immediately that a second specimen is required.  The DPC will instruct the donor to drink fluids and tell him/her where to wait until ready to provide another specimen.  The donor will stay in sight of the DPC or collector.  When a second specimen is collected the collector will note on the custody and control form the time of the insufficient specimen was discarded (e.g. insufficient specimen @ 1315) in the Remarks section of the CCF.  

6.6.  If the donor is unable to provide a specimen, the DPC will instruct the donor to drink fluids and tell him/her where to wait until ready to provide a specimen.  It will be the responsibility of local DON management to direct an employee to remain at the collection site for any additional time period.  

6.7.  Immediately after collection, the collector shall, in the presence of the donor, measure the temperature of the specimen and conduct an inspection to determine the specimen’s color and odor to identify signs of contaminants.  Any unusual findings resulting from the inspection shall be included on the custody and control form. If the temperature of the specimen is outside the range of 32-38 C/90-100 F this gives rise to reasonable suspicion of adulteration/substitution.  After consultation with and approval by the DPC, another specimen shall be collected under direct observation. If the temperature of specimen is outside the range and the collector is not the same gender the DPC may select a same gender observer.  Both specimens must be forwarded to the laboratory.  Any specimen suspected to be adulterated should always be forwarded for testing per DHHS Guidelines, Subpart B, 2.2, (f)(15). 

6.8.   Both the donor and the collector should keep the specimen in view at all times prior to it being sealed and labeled.  The collector shall direct the donor to initial and date the identification label on the specimen bottle. If the donor does not follow these directions the collector will write a memorandum for the record (MFR) stating that the donor was directed to write his/her initials on the label.  This MFR will be enclosed with the CCF copy and sent to the laboratory.  

6.9.  Collection under direct observation shall never be made except with authorization from the DPC.  Direct observation will be authorized only when the activity has reason to believe that the donor may alter or substitute the specimen or on a follow-up collection.   The collector must be the same gender as the donor, if the donor and collector are not the same gender the DPC will select an observer of the same gender.

6.10.  Split Specimen Collections - Commands may only use these procedures with prior approval of the DON DPC.  Split specimens will only be collected for random, follow-up, volunteer, reasonable suspicion or post-accident testing.  All HHS Guidelines will be followed using split specimen procedures.

7.0 Identification and Recording of Specimens

7.1. The DON will be using the Federal Drug Testing Custody and Control Form (CCF), OMB No. 0930-5678 or succeeding forms.  The identification labels on specimen bottles shall contain the date, the donor’s initials and a specimen ID number and a bar code (specimen ID number).  The kit box/bag seal shall contain the collector’s signature and date.

7.1.1.  If the donor refuses to provide a social security number (SSN) the DPC shall provide the contractor with a number consisting of the activity UIC and a number identifying the individual.

7.2.  The CCF copy will distributed as follows:


  Copy 1 will be sent with the specimen to the laboratory via overnight delivery;


  Copy 2 will be faxed to the MRO (legible copy) and the original will be sent U.S. Mail to the MRO;

      Copy 3 will be retained by the collector;

      Copy 4 will be given to the activity DPC.  In cases where the collection was not done on the DPC's site the copy will be sent U.S. Mail to the DPC. 

      Copy 5 will be give to the donor at the time of the collection  

7.3.  In the event that errors in the completion of the CCF are made by collection personnel and these errors can not be corrected by affidavit and result in the rejection of the specimen for testing by the laboratory, the contractor will be responsible for the cost equal to the number and type of collections plus one.  For example, if ten specimens were collected for random testing and one CCF was completed incorrectly and could not be corrected by affidavit, the contractor would be responsible for liquidated damages in the amount of 3 random test collections.    

If errors made can be corrected by affidavit the

contractor will provide the affidavit correcting the error to the lab or MRO.

8.0  Transportation of Specimens 

8.1.  Specimens must be shipped overnight delivery to the laboratory at the conclusion of a collection event. Should the time between collection and shipment exceed 24 hours, the DON DPC must be notified in writing of the circumstances. 

8.1.1.  Specimens will be sent to:

8.3  Collection supplies to collectors for time sensitive collections (pre-employments, reasonable suspicion, and post-accident) may be sent overnight delivery.

8.4.  All transportation fees are paid by the contractor.

8.5.  The contractor shall retain written evidence of shipping. Written evidence may consist of a certified mail receipt, registered mail receipt, bill of lading, overnight airbill, etc.  The number of specimens per shipment shall be noted.  The contractor must maintain a copy for tracking purposes.  

8.5.  The contractor is responsible for placing traces on lost shipments and will report all such cases, as well as the results of the contractor’s inquiry to the DON DPC.

8.6.  The risk of loss or damage to specimens that occurs while in shipment or that were improperly prepared by the collector, e.g. no accompanying custody and control form, shall remain with the contractor.  At the DPC’s direction the contractor shall recollect all specimens not received, damaged, or improperly prepared for testing by the laboratory at no cost to the Government.  In addition, as liquidated damages, the contractor will pay the cost equal to the number of specimens lost, damaged, or improperly prepared of the type tests collected.

8.7.  The Custody and Control Form copies shall be distributed per the HHS Guidelines.

9.0  Testimony  

9.1.   The contractor shall make personnel and documentation available, whenever requested in writing by the DON DPC.  Contract personnel shall provide testimony and documentation as required in support of any administrative and/or court actions. Contract personnel may also be required to provide assistance with testimony preparation prior to any hearing or with information prior to any disciplinary action.

9.2.  The DON DPC will request testimony time in writing to the contractor.  This will include a request for estimated costs.

9.3.  If testimony is required due to collector error the contractor shall forfeit the cost of testimony. 

10.0 Travel 

     The Government will only reimburse the contractor for two types of travel:


(a)  Travel for administrative and/or court testimony and preparation as described in paragraph 9.


(b)  If the contractor requires travel to a remote location, this travel will be reimbursed in accordance with the Federal Travel Regulation (FTR), 41 CFR 301 (in effect at the time of travel) if requested in writing and approved by the DON DPC in advance.  For the purposes of this contract, a remote location is defined as a collection location with fewer than 10 TDPs and greater than 50 miles (one way) from either a major metropolitan area or another testing location with 10 or more TDPs.  For purposes of this contract, major metropolitan area is defined as a metropolitan statistical area with a population greater than 150,000.

11.0  Specimen Security and Record Keeping

11.1.   In order to assure that each urine specimen is properly identified and not accidentally confused with any other specimen, strict chain of custody procedures shall always be used by the collector when collecting and transferring the sample.  While performing any part of the chain of custody procedures, the contractor shall assure the urine specimen and custody documents are always under the total control of the collector. If the collector must leave his or her workstation, the specimens and custody forms shall be taken with him or her, or must be secured. Every effort shall be made to minimize the number of persons handling the specimens in order to maximize the overall security of the specimens.

11.2.  The Federal Custody and Control Form (CCF)shall be utilized for the purpose of maintaining control and accountability from initial collection to final disposition of all specimens.  The form will adhere to HHS specifications.  The form will identify the specimen through use of information, which matches label items, a unique number assigned to each urine specimen obtained and bar coding. 

11.3.  The contractor shall establish and maintain the records required in a secure filing system.  Records shall be maintained for a minimum of 5 years.  The contractor will notify the DON of any actual or attempted breach of security either with the hard copy or electronic files.

11.4.  Destruction of records shall be in a manner that precludes any unauthorized release of information.

11.5.  All documents or forms used in collection of urine for testing must be approved by the DON before use.

11.6.  All Requesting Orders containing names and social security numbers must be kept following Privacy Act requirements.

12.0 Supplies

12.1.  The contractor shall provide all supplies necessary for

the collection of the urine specimen.  These supplies include the following, but are not limited to:



catch container, individually wrapped



specimen bottle with temperature strip



gloves



bluing agent



tape



pens



plastic pouch with absorbent pad



mailing boxes



thermometer

12.2.  The contractor shall furnish the supplies necessary for the collection of the urine specimen. 

12.3.  The custody and control forms (OMB #0930-0158) provided by the contracted must be bar coded (specimen ID number) on the form and the seals. The identification number must be unique.  Any changes to the basic CCF as provided by the regulations must be approved by the DON DPC in advance.

13.0 Reports 

13.1.  The contractor shall provide the DON DPC with monthly statistical summary reports via electronic file(spreadsheet format) on all collections done during the report month.  The reports shall be submitted no later than two weeks following the ending of the reporting month.  The report format, content and appearance is subject to DON DPC approval.

14.0  Quality Assurance Plan 

14.1.  The contractor shall maintain an internal quality assurance program which encompasses all aspects of the collection and transportation of urine specimens including: site/collection scheduling, collection procedures, chain of custody, security, overall professional and appropriate conduct, and procedures for resolving problems.

14.2.  The contractor shall provide the DON with a copy of

the contractor’s Quality Assurance Plan within 2 months of the effective date of the contract.  The DON has final approval of the Quality Assurance Plan.

14.3.  The contractor is responsible for updating the Quality Assurance Plan with any procedural changes that may occur.

15.0 Procedures Manual 

15.1.  The contractor shall develop a procedures manual, to be reviewed and approved by the DON DPC.  After approval, this manual shall be provided to collection teams for reference concerning procedures and for training purposes.

15.2.  At a minimum, this manual shall be oriented toward the DON drug testing procedures and shall contain the following:


Synopsis of collector training


Collection scheduling procedures


Collection supply needs


Collection site setup


Professional demeanor of collectors


Specimen collection procedures, including chain of custody requirements


Specimen security and shipment procedures

    Procedures for handling special exceptions such as post-accident or reasonable suspicion, direct observation of urination, donor refusal, shy bladder, etc.

Updates will be required when regulations, laws or instructions are changed.  Updates will be done by the contractor and a revised copy will be sent to the DON DPC.

Electronic Database Tracking and Reporting System

17.1.
The DON uses an automated database system to track and report on all drug-testing activities. The DON uses the software product developed by Compliance Information Systems (CIS).  DON is migrating DPCs from the Heidi version to Assistant.  The database system has an interactive network that will allow the Drug Program Coordinators (DPCs), collections contractor, drug screening lab, Medical Review Officer and DON to track and update drug test events throughout the process. 

17.2.  The collections contractor will be required to perform the following functions in respect to the database system:


(a)  Electronically receive and review requesting orders from DPCs, recording date received and confirming collection date. 

(b)  For contractor site collections, the contractor is

responsible for entering the following data into the automated system:  specimen identification number, required donor information, and other related information from CCF i.e.; the date of collection; type of test performed; date specimen sent to lab and any remarks.

    (c)  Query database 4 times during the workday for requests from DPCs.

    (d)  Communicate electronically with the DPCs, MRO, DON and lab.

9.0 Quality Control Specimens

9.1  When authorized, the contractor shall provide specimen preparation for shipment and transportation services for the submission of blind samples to the laboratory.  The specimens will be provided to the contractor. 

9.2  The contractor must develop and carry out a procedure for repackaging the samples and distributing them from various DON activity locations to the laboratory.  This shall be done in a manner such that the laboratory will not be able to identify

the origination of the samples as control samples. 

9.3.  The COR will provide a schedule for release of the specimens.  

9.4. The contractor will provide the COR with copies of the CCFs after the samples have been distributed to the DON activities.

9.5  The procedures and quality assurance plan will specifically set up procedures for handling these specimens

(c)  The COR will act as the Contracting Officer’s representative for technical matters, providing technical direction and discussion as necessary with respect to the specification or statement of work, and monitoring the progress and quality of contractor performance. (5) [Complete only if the offeror represented itself as a veteran-owned small business concern in

paragraph (b)(4) of this provision.] The offeror represents as part of its offer that it _____ is, _____ is not a service-disabled veteran-owned small business concern. 

(c) Definitions. As used in this provision-- 

     "Service-disabled veteran-owned small business concern"-- 

(1) Means a small business concern-- 

(i) Not less than 51 percent of which is owned by one or more service-disabled veterans or, in the case of any publicly owned business, not less than 51 percent of the stock of which is owned by one or more service-disabled veterans; and

(ii) The management and daily business operations of which are controlled by one or more service-disabled veterans or, in the case of a veteran with permanent and severe disability, the spouse or permanent caregiver

of such veteran. 

(2) Service-disabled veteran means a veteran, as defined in 38 U.S.C. 101(2), with a disability that is

service-connected, as defined in 38 U.S.C. 101(16). 

     "Small business concern" means a concern, including its affiliates, that is independently owned and operated, not dominant in the field of operation in which it is bidding on Government contracts, and qualified as a small business under the criteria in 13 CFR part 121 and the size standard in paragraph (a) of this provision. 

     "Veteran-owned small business concern" means a small business concern-- 

(1) Not less than 51 percent of which is owned by one or more veterans (as defined at 38 U.S.C. 101(2)) or,

in the case of any publicly owned business, not less than 51 percent of the stock of which is owned by one or more veterans; and 

(2) The management and daily business operations of which are controlled by one or more veterans. 

     "Women-owned small business concern" means a small business concern-- 

(1) That is at least 51 percent owned by one or more women or, in the case of any publicly owned business, at least 51 percent of the stock of which is owned by one or more women; and 

(2) Whose management and daily business operations are controlled by one or more women. 

(d) Notice. (1) If this solicitation is for supplies and has been set aside, in whole or in part, for small business concerns, then the clause in this solicitation providing notice of the set-aside contains restrictions on the source of the end items to be furnished. 

(2) Under 15 U.S.C. 645(d), any person who misrepresents a firm's status as a small, HUBZone small, small

DISCLOSURE OF OWNERSHIP OR CONTROL BY THE GOVERNMENT OF A TERRORIST COUNTRY (DFARS 252.209-7001) (MAR 1998)

(a) Definitions.  As used in this provision--


(1)  “Government of a terrorist country” includes the state and the government of a terrorist country, as well as any political subdivision, agency, or instrumentality thereof.


(2)  “Terrorist country” means a country determined by the Secretary of State, under section 6(j)(1)(A) of the Export Administration Act of 1979 (50 U.S.C. App. 2405(j)(i)(A)), to be a country the government of which has repeatedly provided support for acts of international terrorism.  As of the date of this provision, terrorist countries include: Cuba, Iran, Iraq, Libya, North Korea, Sudan, and Syria.


(3)  “Significant Interest” means--



(i)  Ownership of or beneficial interest in 5 percent or more of the firm’s or subsidiary’s securities.  Beneficial interest includes holding 5 percent or more of any class of the firm’s securities in “nominee shares,” “street names,” or some other method of holding securities that does not disclose the beneficial owner;



(ii)  Holding a management position in the firm, such as a director or officer;



(iii)  Ability to control or influence the election, appointment, or tenure of directors or officers in the firm;



(iv)  Ownership of 10 percent or more of the assets of a firm such as equipment, 
buildings, real estate, or other tangible assets of the firm; or



(v)  Holding 50 percent or more of the indebtedness of a firm.

(b) Prohibition on award.


In accordance with 10 U.S.C. 2327, no contract may be awarded to a firm or a subsidiary of a firm if the government of a terrorist country has a significant interest in the firm or subsidiary, or, in the case of a subsidiary, the firm that owns the subsidiary, unless a waiver is granted by the Secretary of Defense.

(c) Disclosure


If the government of a terrorist country has a significant interest in the Offeror or a subsidiary of the Offeror, the Offeror shall disclose such interest in an attachment to its offer.  If the Offeror is a subsidiary, it shall also disclose any significant interest the government of a terrorist country has in any firm that owns or controls the subsidiary.  The disclosure shall include--


(1)  Identification of each government holding a significant interest; and


(2)  A description of the significant interest held by each Government.

HISTORICALLY BLACK COLLEGE OR UNIVERSITY AND MINORITY INSTITUTION REPRESENTATION (FAR 52.226-2) (MAY 2001)

(a)  Definitions.  As used in this provision-- “Historically Black College or University” means an institution determined by the Secretary of Education to meet the requirements of 34 CFR 608.2.  For the Department of Defense, the National Aeronautics and Space Administration, and the Coast Guard, the term also includes any nonprofit research institution that was an integral part of such a college or university before November 14, 1986.


“Minority Institution” means an institution of higher education meeting the requirements of Section 1046(3) of the Higher Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1067k, including a Hispanic-serving institution of higher education as defined in Section 316(b)(1) of the Act (20 U.S.C. 1101(a)).
