C. Mass Realignment of Retained Grade Employees.
A problem has been reported in Navy Remedy 8714 that deals with the Mass Realignment of Retained Grade employees.  The problem specifically affects employees who are retaining a different pay plan than they are currently holding (i.e., currently GS, retaining WG, etc).  When the Mass Realignment process runs, the pay is erroneously recalculated and sent to payroll.  The payroll office will then reject the transaction due to the erroneous pay.  The current workaround for this problem is to process a cancellation of the Realignment and reinput it as an individual action.  

D. Premium Pay Indicator for Firefighters.
A revised copy of the Firefighters Premium Pay Indicator job aide has been posted to the website.  It can be accessed by using the link provided below. SECTION 2. (PAYROLL)

A. Retirement Annuity Sum Flag.  

The RETIREMENT ANNUITY SUM FLAG is the data field in DCPDS used to flow the annuity amount to DCPS for Re-employed Annuitants.  A problem has been reported with processing corrections to this data field.  When the 002 is processed, the transaction will reject at payroll.  The error message on the PAYNEW is 9001- Required Field(s) Not Entered.  The current DCPS logic will only accept and update this field when the transaction is a 1##.  The required action to resolve this problem is to notify the payroll office of the erroneous reject.  The payroll office will then enter the information through the On Line Employee Update program.  This problem will be addressed and added to the current Payroll Advisory Letter.    

B. Foreign Allowances Processing Guide.

A new version of the Foreign Allowances Processing Guide has been released by CPMS.  This document now includes a section that specifically addresses the processing of Non-Foreign entitlements in DCPDS.  A link will be provided as soon as it is posted to the CPMS website.
